When power on first time, it will show Installation Guide like below.

Press          keys to move the cursor to choose 

your choice.

Press PR+,PR- keys to move highlight to select 

OSD language, Country and Channel Search.

Press [EXIT] key to exit this menu.

Move highlight to Channel Search option and 

press OK  key to search channels .

1. Program

When you press [MENU] key, you can enter Main Menu.

1. Press PR+, PR- keys to select the program that you 

want to play, and then press OK key to view it in the 

small window. If move the yellow cursor to select up or 

down, you will see a gray line which indicates the 

playing program in the small window.

Press OK key to enter the Music window.

Select the music and press OK key to play it, press       

and      key to play or pause, and press    key to stop 

playing.

7.1.2 Photo

Select the picture and press       key enter slide show 

mode.

Press blue key to enter grid show mode. In this mode, 

select the picture and press OK key to see it in full 

screen.

7.1.3 Movie

Select the movie you want to watch and press red key 

enter full screen mode.

7.1.4 PVR

In normal mode, press RECORD key on RCU, then 

the "         " symbol will appear on the screen.

Check the UHF channel fixed in your 
system and tune the UHF channel 
properly.

The system is connected by RF 
leads and the output program of the 
receiver interferes with  an existing 
terrestrial programs or Video signal.
